Conclusions
These are theoretical generalizations of your work.
They should relate to the overall objective of the study.
They should be clear and concise. 
Avoid statements that are not sufficiently supported by the data.
Do not list them.
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Apply APA 7th edition standards.
Verify that each reference is cited in the text and vice versa.
Citations from Scopus, WOS, and SciELO works should be used.
